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REMINDER: BE AWARE
AFTER TWO MORE
WARM-UP THEFTS IN THE
CITY OF VAUGHAN

York Regional Police would like to remind
the public that this is the time of year
where we see an increase in warm-up
thefts, after two incidents that occurred
in the City of Vaughan.

On Wednesday, November 4, 2009 at
approximately 6:30 a.m. the victim left
his 2007

running and unlocked with the keys in

Toyota Camry unattended,

the ignition. Within three minutes the
vehicle was stolen from his driveway on
Martin Grove Road.

Another  occurrence this  morning
involved a locked and secured 2002
Volkswagen Jetta that was stolen from

a driveway on Giancola Crescent. It is
unknown if these incidents are related
and there is currently no suspect
information or description to provide.
Since September, 2009, York Regional
Police has investigated a total of eleven
thefts of this type where the victim has
left their vehicle running to warm up
during cold weather days. A significant
number of these incidents have been
reported in the City of Vaughan but
citizens are reminded they do occur
across York Region. Vehicles stolen can
range from high-end to low-end in value
and no particular make or model has

regularly been targeted.

Typically, when the driver leaves the
vehicle unattended, it is stolen by a
suspect looking for a crime of opportunity.
Residents are being reminded that this
type of crime can be prevented.

York Regional Police would like to remind
residents to take precautions if you must
warm up your car. Some safety tips
include:

Do not leave vehicles running and
unattended at gas stations, convenience
stores, bank machines or any other
premise, even if it’s just for a few minutes
- While you’re at home, keep keys out of
sight, not near the door

Don’t leave your vehicle unattended
unless it is equipped with a keyless
remote starter, or lock it and keep a spare
key with you
- When possible, park your vehicle in a
locked garage

Be aware of suspicious persons and
vehicles and report suspicious activities
to police

Vehicle owners may also wish to
consider installing one of the many
vehicle-tracking systems on the market
that best meets their needs
